The Mount Joy Township Recreation Board met on December 7, 2010.  
Present for the meeting were Lynn Anne Sukeena, Chairperson, Toby Hartlaub, Elizabeth Ibex and Sandi Cooper.            Louis Shuba was not present.  
Call to Order:  Lynn Anne called the meeting to order at 7:05pm.
Approval of Minutes:   Motion was made by Lynn Anne Sukeena to approve minutes of the September 7, 2010.  Motion was seconded by Elizabeth Ibex. Motion carried by Lynn Anne and Elizabeth &  Sandi Cooper.

Chairperson Statement:  None
Treasurer’s Report: There was no Treasurer’s Report.  Lynn Anne stated that there are no funds coming in and that if we need to do anything, money would have to come from the General Fund and would be reported at that time.  The Supervisors did eliminate the Recreation Fee due to inappropriate uses of it in the past.  
Correspondence: A: John Gormont received a letter from DCRN stating we have been extended  until December, 2011 to come up with an approved Comprehensive Plan.   
		   B: Email to Elizabeth from Lou Shuba stating if he didn’t come to tonight’s meeting, he has decided to resign from the Recreation Board.  
Old Business: 
                          A: Mount Joy Township Park was opened on the 15th of September. 
	            B:  Lynn Anne, Elizabeth and Sandi did walk through the Park Area to get an idea of what needs to be done to prepare the Park to see what else needs to be done.
	            C:  Sandi Cooper was installed as member of the Recreation Board.
	            D.  Motion was made & carried to suggest that one possibility for the Supervisors to consider would be to make the Park into a Nature Park.   Varied suggestions were brought up as how to achieve this and to plan for implementing a Plan for next spring.
New Business:
                         A. Toby Hartlaub’s term ends on December 31, 2010. Toby has expressed a desire to remain on the Board.  Lynn Anne made the motion that we reappoint Toby to the Recreation Board for another full term.   Elizabeth seconded.  The motion was carried by Lynn Anne, Sandi and Elizabeth and Toby, abstained.
                             B. Lou Shuba has resigned from the Recreation Board.  Elizabeth sent emails out to some residents that may be interested.  Lynn Anne suggested Mike who runs the Carpet Business in the township may be interested.  Elizabeth agreed to call him and see if he still has an interest. (Elizabeth did call and left a messge for him to contact her.)
                             C. We asked Gil Clark to come and explain the letter the Township received from DCNR regarding The Comprehensive Plan by extending the deadline to approve it.  John and Gil went to Harrisburg and met with 3 DCNR Officials at Dan Moul’s office to explain the revised MJT Plan.  Gil said that the Supervisor’s wrote a concise letter to DCNR suggesting to modify the Plan that would be acceptable to both MJT and DCNR. That letter was sent approximately three weeks ago and we have not had a response as yet. Gil said the letter basically stated that there would never be any trails on MJT streams or MJT resident’s property. Gil said there are several options but what we may have to do is initially approve the plan and get the $30,000 payment from DCNR and then just let the Plan sit and do what we want to with the property. Gil said we will not re-write the plan as it is.  Gil didn’t know why it would take a year for DCNR to review our changes.  Gil said he and John told DCNR that the idea of paying $800,000 to install the park as listed in the old Plan was not going to happen. The woman at DCNR then told John & Gil that we never had to do that and we could leave that whole chapter out.  So WHY did everyone on the previous Rec Board have to spend so much time coming up with that? Toby said that originally the YSM Ann’s told the residents at a public meeting that all we had to do was approve the plan as it is and that the township really didn’t have to do anything on the plan.  Sandi and Elizabeth both said they attended many meetings that the Ann’s attended and really didn’t hear that publically.  Toby said they told the Rec Board that and no one understood why the resident’s were so vocal about it and why they didn’t participate until the Plan was basically finished.  Elizabeth agreed that most of us didn’t realize that the idea was to put Bike Paths next to the streams and our private property.  When the resident’s realized this is when they decided to be involved.  At the public meetings, the Ann’s of YSM would never say that if a greenway was designated as Passive, it could not be changed to Active in the future and that was what we were fighting. Sandi said it was amazing to have to have spent $60,000 to come up with the plan anyway. Gil said that originally there was a $22,000 Bid on the table from another Firm and the previous board didn’t go with it.  That left us all wondering whether some ulterior motive was at hand with this whole maneuver. Gil stated we should wait for DCNR’s answer and then we can decide what action to take. Now the Recreation Board needs to  come up with a plan as to what we will finally do with the Park and submit it to the Supervisors.  That is our job at hand otherwise it’s no use to even have a Recreation Board.  
		D.    Several residents have called Elizabeth to volunteer their time to help with the park. Their suggestions were to plant native plants and or build a Gazebo or help take down fences and Barbed wire.   Some names were:  Keith Stanley, Keith’s son, Barb and Roger Steele, their friends, Emily and Marlene.  Keith had already helped Dave with removing some of the barbed wire.  It was suggested that we put a note in the Newsletter asking residents who would like to volunteer to get in touch with Elizabeth by calling/emailing the township office. Elizabeth did speak with Sue Harbin who said the Newsletter has already been printed but that we can put a notification on the Website.  Elizabeth has sent Sue an email to do so.  Toby added that is very nice that people are volunteering BUT we still don’t have a PLAN of what we want to do. Gil said the Committee should give them a recommendation on what to do.  Lynn Anne stated we must do something about the Ditch as a pipe/culvert needs to be put across the ditch and covered. 
Toby also suggested we get a Map or Plat of the Park so each of us can work on our ideas at home and provide us with one large map that we can use at future meetings.  Elizabeth will send an email to the Office to request maps.   Cindy has emailed Elizabeth that she does have a Full Size Plat at the office but that it must remain in the Office but she is still searching for a smaller Plat that she will make available to each of the Recreation Board Members.
