Chairman Gormont 

Mr. Gormont clarified that there is a lot of concern about the existing program, as it needs to be greatly modified to fit the current environment.  The Supervisors have discussed with the Solicitor and it was determined that the best avenue to pursuit is to repeal the existing program and if needed in the future, the program will be re-established under new guidelines.  The existing program sells TRDs on land that cannot be developed and this makes no sense.  There have not been any TDRs exercised in the Township up to this point.
