The Mount Joy Township Recreation Board met on September 7,  2010
Motions were made and carried to:

*  Make sure the new Park Sign is laminated and put in place in the Mount Joy Township Park.

*  There was no Treasurer’s Report to approve.

       *  Open Mount Joy Township Park on September 15, 2010

       *  Sandi Cooper was welcomed as new Recreation Board Member

       *  Submit to the Board of Supervisors the option of the main use of the new park to be made into a Nature Park for use of our residents and to enlist the Children of the Township, Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts and our own MJT Residents to participate in creation of the Nature Park.

Our discussions also included that Lynn Anne Sukeena, Elizbeth Ibex and Sandi Cooper visited the “Park” on September 10, 2010 and took pictures of portions of the “Park”.  Elizabeth emailed the pictures to the Supervisor’s, John, Gil & Bob Rhodes since they are involved with the Park.   She also emailed the pictures to all the Recreation Committee members Toby Hartlaub and Lou Shuba.  

1) We noted that there are numerous “ditches and holes” in the grounds that could be hazardous to anyone walking the park on their own.  These areas were grown over with high grasses so you couldn’t see the depth of the areas.   The one ditch most prominent is very close to the first wooden fence.  It appears to be an appendage/runoff of Plum Creek.

2) There are numerous areas of strung wires are across the area and around all the fences (previously to keep the cows in).  These are dangerous to the public.  It was suggested by Sandi Cooper that if the township doesn’t have a need for these wires that we post it in the Newsletter that the first farmer(s) or residents who could show a need for it could have it.

3) The cows are enclosed in a penned in area.

4) There are two very obvious manure pits directly next to the fences nearest to Mr. Hartlaub’s property. We can just imagine the odor that will come from those two areas during the summer when the park should be used the most and we wondered if ones of those pits(the first one) was actually on our property.

5) We also wondered if Mr. Hartlaub had permission to farm the 3rd portion of the park as corn is still standing.

6) Farm Equipment is strewn along the 3rd divide where Plum Creek runs across the property both IN the grown up trees that are on either side of the area where the Creek funs across and also large farm equipment still sits in that actual acrea.
